2010-2011 Confirmation Requirements

There are 3 basic elements that go into the preparation for any sacrament.  These elements consist of Intellectual Formation, Spiritual Formation, and Human Formation.  In the GROW program, these types of formation are realized through a combination of Class nights (intellectual), Liturgy and Retreats (Spiritual) and Service Projects (Human).
Intellectual Formation – Class Nights

The intellectual formation is so important to the proper understanding of the Sacrament of Confirmation.  Class nights cover a variety of topics including the Gifts of the Holy Spirit, Prayer, Sharing your Faith, The Communion of Saints, Christian Maturity, Scriptural Foundations, The Importance of Christian Community and so much more.  Class nights are from 6:00 pm to 8:00 pm and are held in the parish hall.
Two class nights are “Mandatory.”  These are the two classes prior to Confirmation and must be attended:

Human Formation – Service Projects
