All Saints Men’s Ministry Scholarship Program

Background and Purpose:  

The All Saints Men’s Ministry has established a scholarship program for graduating seniors of Knoxville Catholic High School.  The purpose of the All Saints Men’s Ministry Scholarship Program is to present academic scholarships to eligible students of Knoxville Catholic High School who are recognized by their faculty, peers, and/or the All Saints community as stewards of the community while ensuring that scholarship recipients exhibit strong Christian values and a need for assistance.  This program, which will be funded on an annual basis from proceeds of various All Saints Men’s Ministry fund raising events and/or donations, will provide scholarship awards to qualified recipients based on established criteria.  
Eligibility and Evaluation Criteria:  
Students interested in participating the All Saints Men’s Ministry Scholarship Program will be required to submit a program application (attached) and other additional information deemed necessary to evaluate prospective recipients.  Applicants will be evaluated based on the following eligibility and evaluation criteria:

· Candidates will be limited to graduating seniors from Knoxville Catholic High School 

· Although a minimum or maximum grade point average and SAT/ACT score will not be established, emphasis will be placed on awarding scholarships to students of “mid-level” academic performance that possess the capability and desire to pursue higher education.  Specifically, emphasis will be placed on selecting candidates that possess adequate credentials to qualify for admission to a college or university but have not achieved the level of academic or athletic success that would make them eligible for receipt of scholarships and/or grants from other sources (excluding the State of Tennessee Hope Grant) or athletic scholarships.
· Otherwise qualified candidates will also receive additional consideration based on relative financial need in relation to other applicants, demonstrated involvement in athletics, church and school sponsored extracurricular activities, volunteer activities, and other worthwhile civic endeavors that provide evidence of the candidate’s commitment to the community.
· Candidates will be expected to exhibit strong Christian values and a commitment to their faith.
Submission and Evaluation of Applications:

Communications will be developed and distributed to administrative personnel at Knoxville Catholic High School for dissemination to students.  This communication will describe the All Saints Men’s Ministry Scholarship Program and it will also provide guidance on the process that will be utilized for the submission and evaluation of applications.  

Applications from interested students will be submitted directly to a designated focal at Knoxville Catholic High School and it is anticipated that Knoxville Catholic will assume responsibility for the evaluation of applicants and for providing the All Saints Men’s Ministry with scholarship award recommendations based on this evaluation and the amount of funds available.  The application form will be structured to facilitate evaluation based on the above listed criteria and applicants will also be requested to provide a brief (not to exceed 500 word) essay to serve as an introduction to the student and to provide the student with an opportunity to demonstrate their interest and their qualifications in their own words.  

Presentation of Scholarships and Distribution of Funds:

Subsequent to the evaluation of potential candidates, recipients will be selected based on the above described criteria and the scholarship award(s) will be provided to Knoxville Catholic High School in the recipient’s name.  It is anticipated that successful applicants will be notified of their selection approximately four weeks after the deadline established for the submission of applications.  

Scholarship award presentations will take place at a time deemed convenient and appropriate by the administration of Knoxville Catholic High School and the issuance of these scholarships will be publicized in school and parish newsletters or bulletins.  As stated above, no funds will be distributed directly to the recipient(s) and Knoxville Catholic High School will administer the distribution of funds to the college or university of the recipient’s choice.
